Directions from the North: 
Take the 85 exit off of US 40 in North Carolina, going South on US 221. 
Continue going south on Rt. 221 for 11 miles.  Turn left onto Hudlow Road. 
Continue for 0.9 miles. Turn right and end at 6495 Hudlow Road. 

Directions from the South (I-85 in South Carolina): 
Merge onto I-26 W via EXIT 70 toward ASHEVILLE (Crossing into NORTH CAROLINA). 
Continue for 22.4 miles. 
Merge onto US-74 E via EXIT 67.  Continue for 17.6 miles. 
Take the US-221 exit- EXIT 178- toward RUTHERFORDTON / SPARTANBURG. 
Turn LEFT onto US-221. 
Continue on through Rutherfordton. 
9 miles north of Rutherfordton, turn right onto Hudlow Road. 
Continue for 0.9 miles. Turn right and end at 6495 Hudlow Road. 
   
Directions from the East or West via US 74 in North Carolina: 
Take the US-74-ALT exit- EXIT 181- toward US-64 / FOREST CITY / SPINDALE 
Merge onto US-74 ALT W. and continue for 7miles. 
Turn LEFT onto US-64 / US-74 ALT. 
Continue for .4 miles.  Merge onto US-221 N. 
Continue for 7.8 miles. Turn right onto Hudlow Road. 
Continue for 0.9 miles. Turn right and end at 6495 Hudlow Road.
